Here in Sihhu where we live, we have enjoyed incorporating 
educational games into our social interactions.  Rummikub 
with teenagers, “Go Fish” with English students, and arm 
wrestling (OOPS!  Is that educational?) with neighbors….. 
Pray for these relationships to develop trust, not just with 
us, but with our Father in Heaven!   Another plus is the 
arrival of a gift of books and games from a Michgan 
Alliance Church VBS just in time to pass out at our 
Christmas event.  Song Shan Church from Taipei is sending 
a team to assist us in doing the Christmas story in a special 
way.  Pray for families to visit and discover Jesus.   
 

We were also able to bless A-Jen, one of the widows we know.  

On Thanksgiving weekend our small group held a BBQ at her 

old style home in the country, allowing for us to spend time with 

her, her daughters and her neighbors. A-Jen has discovered 

that God does answer prayer, but she often works in the market 

at the time we meet.  Pray for follow-up with her.
